•	Professional Fees Grant 
If a family physician joins a practice with 
existing infrastructure (e.g. Family Health 
Team), KLHCI will provide reimbursement  
to an agreed amount for professional fees  
in the first year of a four-year Return of  
Service (ROS) agreement.

•	Relocation Costs 
KLHCI will provide reimbursement to an 
agreed amount for relocation costs to the 
City of Kawartha Lakes during the first  
year of a four-year ROS.

•	Continuing Medical Education 
KLHCI will provide reimbursement to an 
agreed amount for Continuing Medical  
Education expenses in each of the second, 
third and fourth year of the ROS agreement.

This community-led team provides primary 
care to northern Kawartha Lakes communities.

•	 The team’s catchment area includes  
Fenelon Falls, Bobcaygeon, Burnt River, 
Coboconk and surrounding areas.

•	 The team works collaboratively to keep 
patients healthy through prevention,  
maintenance and health promotion.

•	 Both locum and permanent opportunities 
are available.

•	 Clinic hours and time commitment are  
flexible for both locum (short-or long-term)  
and permanent positions.
